“Mike Royko, the Chicago Sun-Times columnist, recently wrote a column concerning one of the oldest traditions
in baseball — hating the New York Yankees. This state of mind arises from jealousy of the Yankees’ winning ways.

At lllinois, there is a similar tradition in intramural circles: Hating Alpha Tau Omega. Most people that
hate Taus do so because they too have winning teams.

Recently Taus were champions in Fraternity Blue football, basketball, volleyball, swimming, track,
water polo and racquetball.

Charles H. Traub (from http://www.charlestraub.com/biography/)

Charles was born in Louisville, Kentucky, in 1945. He studied English literature at the University

of llinois, and joined the Peace Corps after graduation in 1967. An accident in Ethiopia forced him
home to Kentucky where he met Ralph Eugene Meatyard, who became an important inspiration
and friend. After service in the United States Army in 1969, he decided to pursue photography at
the Institute of Design in Chicago. There he studied with Aaron Siskind, Arthur Siegel and Garry
Winogrand. His thesis of abstracted black-and-white landscapes “Edge to Edge” was widely exhib-
ited, and featured in a solo show at the Art Institute of Chicago. Following his landscape work he
made three well-known series of black- and-white photographs: Street and Parties (from The Chicago Period), and his
first monograph, Beach, all used an innovative vignette on a Rolleiflex SL66.

In 1971 Traub began teaching full time at Columbia College, Chicago, and was responsible of developing new curric-
ulum for the growing public interest in the medium. Traub was instrumental in developing the school’'s Contemporary
Trends Lecture Series that celebrated renowned international photographers and image-makers. Subsequently, he be-
came chairperson of the department and founded the Chicago Center for Contemporary Photography, which became
the Museum of Contemporary Photography (MOCP). In1973, along with his colleague Douglas Baz, Traub went on a
sabbatical to make the Cajun Document, an extensive look at the culture of the Louisiana bayous.

Traub’s first major body of work in color, Street Portraits, began in 1976, continued after his move to New York City
shortly thereafter, and culminated in the book Lunchtime. His move to New York was followed by his first solo exhibition
of photographs at the Light Gallery. Its owner, Tennyson Schad, then hired Traub to become director of this prestigious
gallery. Traub curated numerous exhibitions there, including The New Vision: Forty Years of Photography at the Insti-
tute of Design; Aaron Siskind’s Harlem Document; Designed for Photography; and The Color Work of the FSA. Traub
also showcased major photographers new to the gallery: William Klein, Luigi Ghirri, Ray Metzker, Mario Giacomelli and
Louis Faurer among others.

After leaving the gallery in 1980 Traub continued his personal work and formed the Wayfarer partnership with Jerry
Gordon—a specialized editorial and corporate photography agency. Their work was featured in many magazines,
including Life, Time, Forbes, Fortune, Business Week, New York and Avenue as well as annual reports for Fortune 500
companies. Throughout the 1980s Traub traveled to Italy, Brazil, Haiti, Morocco and the Far East for his personal work.
Dolce Via and In the Still Life are compendiums of photographs from that period.

In 1987 Traub was asked to design a graduate studies program for the School of Visual Arts, which became the MFA
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Photography, Video and Related Media Department. Since its inception, the program has been distinguished for its
innovative use of digital technology, the inclusion of all aspects of the lens and screen arts and its internationally cel-
ebrated faculty. As an early advocate of the power of digital photography, Traub adapted it to his own practice. His
philosophy about the importance of digital thinking is reflected in the manifesto Creative Interlocutor and the textbook In
the Realm of the Circuit. Creative projects that highlight Traub’s integration of new technologies include the interactive
website Still Life in America and the iBook No Perfect Heroes: Photographing Grant.

Here is new york: a democracy of photographs was co-founded by Traub. This living memorial to the tragedy of 9/11
received the Brendan Gill Award as well as the ICP Cornell Capa Infinity Award. It is considered one of the seminal
examples of crowdsourcing, digital production and online distribution of universally produced imagery. The exhibition
traveled to 42 venues worldwide, and with its Web presence is considered to be one of the most widely viewed exhibi-
tions of all time.

Traub has dedicated himself to photographic education, and has been a chairperson at the School of Visual Arts for 30
years. He has served on a number of non-profit educational boards, and is the president of the Aaron Siskind Founda-
tion. He has had more than 60 major exhibitions in galleries and museums throughout the world, including one-person
shows at the Art Institute of Chicago, The Speed Museum, Hudson River Museum and Historic New Orleans Collec-
tion. Traub’s work is in the permanent collections of more than two dozen major museums worldwide.

| grew up in Bloomington with a love of sports | inherited from an lllinois High School Hall of Fame
Coach, my father, Bloice Bess. We were 23-4 in football the three years we were together at BHS
and | was selected for Parade Magazine’s First High School All American Team.

When it came time to pick a college, my heart was always with lllinois. It was an easy decision
because | grew up an lllini fan, coach Pete Elliot was a role model (also from Bloomington), and the
football team was ranked in the top five in the country my senior year.

Since | was on a football scholarship, Coach Elliott guided me to the dorms and set me up with John Wright as a room-
mate. On a Friday night in September of our freshman year, we went to an Urbana high school football game and John
met his wife-to-be, Deanna (as | recall, she recognized me first). We've been close friends ever since.

Nearby in the dorms were Dick Tate and Terry Miller. We had a lot in common and decided to go through rush as a
package deal. ATO turned out to be the ideal place for all of us. We each made a personal connection with a wide
range of Tau’s, including: John Mulliken and Bob Bachman, B Brown and Larry Hinton, Ken Schreiner and Steve Kim-
ball. We also shared a high degree of comfort and compatibility with the other brothers in the house. Shortly after we
pledged, John Stacey joined us and added some magic tricks. A couple years later | met a cute coed named Patty at
an SIU party in Carbondale, drove her back to Champaign, and she later became John'’s wife.

| didn’t know what | wanted to study at lllinois. | just knew | didn’t want to take any more foreign language courses. So,
through process of elimination, | signed up for the College of Commerce. | had no idea what to major in until | met Bo
Batchelder. | learned Bo was majoring in “Marketing.” | thought OK, let’s try that. | wasn’t sure what Marketing meant,
but it sounded better than Accounting...

After college | determined Vietnam was probably an unwinnable civil war, and joined the National Guard. | was sent to
Ft. Lewis Washington for Infantry Basic Training. After the first month, our Drill Sergeant became ill and had to leave Ft.
Lewis. Unexpectedly, the Company Commander of the Base elevated me from Platoon Guide to Drill Sergeant. | was
given the responsibility for preparing recruits to become soldiers.

Our platoon became a top performer across all the competitive drills and activities. And | became the Pugil Stick Cham-
pion. At graduation from Basic Training, | was surprised to be awarded the “American Spirit of Honor” medal...the first
non-regular army soldier to receive the award. | was humbled by the experience and considered signing up for a tour
of active duty, but | didn’t do it.

At the time, | thought | wanted to be a college football coach and AD. So, | came back to grad school at lllinois and was
a freshman coach for Bob Blackman. But during grad school, | discovered | was drawn to the world of Advertising. |
liked the people, the culture and the challenges. | decided to move to Chicago and give it a try for two years, then let
the chips fall where they may.

My early years at Foote, Cone & Belding in Chicago were stimulating and successful. So, | made the career commit-
ment to Advertising. After FCB, my most formative experience was the twelve years | spent at Needham, Harper and
Steers (now DDB). | led clients like McDonalds, General Mills, Kraft and Anheuser Busch through their most significant
growth years and had a good time doing it.

| needed to pass the essay exam to graduate. | failed the exam 3 times and then they dropped the requirement or

| would probably still be there. | actually started out in engineering but changed my major to agriculture the second
semester. The good news is that | increased my grade point 8 semesters in a row and graduated Alpha Zeta from the
College of Agriculture. When | graduated, | realized that to be successful | needed to work on my English. For seven
years after graduation | never owned a television; | read books.

| have lots of fond memories from my ATO years. | had a wonderful childhood, but, living on the farm in Paris, | was very
sheltered from the real world. | am sure there were times | came across as a redneck, but to be honest that is where |
came from. | was the first child on my mother’s side to graduate from college. | once saw a training film entitled, “You
are what you are, what you were when.” The most wonderful memory | have from ATO is that it helped open my eyes
to the world into which | was about to graduate and where | would try to survive.

When | was a junior at the University, the war was still very active and they issued everybody a draft number. Mine was
pretty low, so that August | applied to the lllinois Army National Guard in Champaign. To my surprise, they called me in
October and told me | needed to be in Fort Lewis Washington in two weeks. After eight weeks of basic and nine weeks
of advanced infantry training, | returned to the University to complete my senior year in the fall of 1969. Unfortunately,
when | returned, our unit was called up twice for the University riots, where | was once across the lines from some of
my ATO brothers. That is something | will never forget.

Steve Yahn
Founding editor of Crain’s, dies at 69

Soon after Crain’s Chicago Business debuted in 1978, Steve Yahn’s scoop on a massive reorgani-
zation at Sears helped establish the magazine’s credibility. (Andrea Rock)

Steve Yahn was a business and features writer at the Chicago Daily News before becoming the
founding editor of Crain’s Chicago Business in the late 1970s.

“He just loved ideas and...he would get so excited and he didn’t care if he got the credit or not,” said
Crain Communications President Rance Crain. “He was great at getting people enthusiastic.”

Yahn, 69, died June 28, 2016, of Parkinson’s disease at Westchester Medical Center in Valhalla, N.Y., said his brother,
Kurt. He was a resident of Ossining, N.Y., and previously had lived in Evanston.

Born in Janesville, Wis., Yahn moved with his family to Rockford as a child and graduated from Rockford East High
School. After earning an undergraduate degree from the University of lllinois at Urbana-Champaign, Yahn worked brief-
ly as a reporter for the Rockford Register Star.

Yahn then joined the now-defunct Chicago Daily News as a reporter, writing business stories and also pieces for the
paper’s features section, Panorama.

“I remember Steve as a brilliant business reporter of profiles and hard news,” said Dan Miller, a Daily News colleague
who later succeeded Yahn as the editor of Crain’s. “His profiles were vivid portrayals of their subjects, and his analysis
of financial markets was insightful and savvy.

“Steve always was working — at bars and coffeehouses, at concerts and poetry readings, at business conferences and
seminars, meeting people, collecting stories, developing sources.”

Yahn left the Daily News in 1973 to work for Pensions & Investments magazine. Two years later he joined Advertising
Age — also published by Crain Communications — as a New York-based senior editor. In 1978, Rance Crain tapped
Yahn to be the first editor of Crain’s Chicago Business. That work entailed helping develop a prototype and hiring a staff
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for the magazine’s debut in the spring of 1978.

“Steve Yahn and | were exactly on the same wavelength,” Crain recalled. “He wanted to go after the big story or the
important story, or what people were really thinking, and | wanted to do the same thing.”

Late in 1978, Yahn broke the news of an upcoming, massive reorganization at Sears. A Sears public relations employ-
ee leaked the venerable retailer’s five-year plan, known informally within Sears as “The Yellow Book,” to Crain’s in three
parts. The scoop helped establish credibility for the fledgling business magazine.

“If (Yahn) was going to go after a story, he was going to go and get it and no one was going to stop it,” said Joe Cappo,
who shortly afterward became Crain’s Chicago Business’ publisher. “He was a terrific writer and a terrific enterprise
reporter.”

“He was our Pied Piper. Anyone would follow him anywhere,” said Sandra Pesmen, who worked with Yahn at the Daily
News and Crain’s. “He had more than charisma. When you were in his presence, you just had to laughingly follow him
wherever he went.”

Yahn got Crain’s Chicago Business up and running, then stepped down as editor in November 1978 to become pub-
lisher of Collector Investor, a now-defunct publication that Crain Communications had acquired.

Yahn later left Chicago to take the helm at the Pittsburgh Business Times. He subsequently was business editor at the
Philadelphia Daily News and then at the New York Daily News.

“He was a huge advocate of young reporters, and there were a number of reporters who really shined because of him
giving them the opportunity,” said Bob Condor, who worked for Yahn at the New York Daily News.

In the late 1980s, Yahn briefly was based in Maine, helping to publish a weekly magazine. In 1990 he returned to Chi-
cago, rejoining Crain Communications as the editor of its magazine Business Marketing. He was Ad Age’s executive
editor in 1993 and then editor in 1994.

Yahn left Ad Age in late 1995. He moved to New York and joined Editor & Publisher in 1998 as its executive editor. After
leaving Editor & Publisher in 2001, Yahn worked as a principal at the Dilenschneider Group public relations firm. In
2003 he became executive editor of MediaPost's Media magazine, where he worked for a time.

In recent years, Yahn had been a regular freelance contributor for Risk & Insurance magazine, writing cover articles on
subjects such as art storage and insurance and acid mine drainage.

A marriage to Andrea Rock ended in divorce. In addition to his brother, Yahn is survived by two sons, Adam and Chad;
a sister, Barbara; and his mother, Carolyn.
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
